SWIMMING POOL PROCEDURES
Walk to mini bus in pairs, one adult at front, one adult at back.  Mrs. Howlett’s bus leaves first for the short drive to the swimming pool.  Minibus driver accompanied by TA/other adult to supervise children whilst driver is driving.
Minibuses drop children and staff at the Leisure Centre door.  Children line up either side and staff lead in and ensure all children enter building safely.

A member of staff completes the visitor book, noting how many children are in attendance while a member of staff takes the children to remove shoes and socks .

When ready a member of staff leads the children to the designated changing area where changing rooms are located. Area cordoned off for school use, 3 KS1 and 2 KS2 children per locker, all same sex, supervised on the outside by 2 teachers & 2 TA’s.

Once children are changed they line up quietly.  Once all children are changed they walk with all 4 adults to the showers to get showered and go to the toilet.  We then all walk around the swimming pool, children stopping at their groups. 

Children enter pool safely, Mrs. Winter in shallow end of large pool to support improvers.  One Lifeguard for learners pool and one for large pool from Penzance Leisure Centre.  In emergency staff/children to follow Lifeguards instructions.

Children exit pool on the sound of one whistle and then walk to the showers.  Once all children are showered they walk together back to the changing area.  Same procedure for changing.  Once changed children walk down to the shoe removal area where an adult is waiting.  Other staff wait for children to get changed.  We then walk up to the buses.  One bus at a time with one adult at front and one at back.  We then drive back to school.  Mrs. Winter leaving first.

Once back at school we walk carefully through the car park in pairs in buses, one adult at front and one adult at back.
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
